Ideer til forløb

At skabe indsigt:

Sort the students into houses, by having them pull a card from a hat – read ”the sorting hat song” and discuss the different qualities preferred in the houses. 

· “The red string” – Read or see film, agree on key elements for each chapter and write them down in groups. To be hung on a red string in the classroom. Examine how these key elements correspond with the British culture.

· Let the student make a “Who’s who” chart, with the characters names, connection to Harry and a little bit about their characters, hang in classroom. 

· Group work: Create your own (magical) British boarding school and make a brochure on paper or computer introducing it to parents and new students.  Including the school year, subjects, uniforms, school facilities and how much it costs……….

· Sports, watch the Quidditch section in the first movie, maybe read the rules, discuss similarities to muggle sports. Read about or see clips displaying typical English sports (cricket, Rugby, Polo). Look into the fan culture in the different sports and social classes. Try playing cricket.

· Newspapers/the press, read the bits in Harry Potter from the daily prophet and/or the bits about Rita Skeeters stories, read some stories form English tabloids and/or newspapers. Have the houses write newspaper articles and/or tabloid stories and maybe put all parts together in a news section and a gossip section in the daily prophet. Discuss or dramatise the power of the media and the consequences of tabloid stories in particular.

· If you could apparate where would you go and why. What would the consequence be if everyone could apparate. (No traffic, no roads, jobs lost, how to regulate where you were allowed…)

· If you had a choice to live forever would you? Make a chart of the good, bad and interesting things this might entail. Discuss whether or not it is desirable.

· House elves “SPEW” – Do you think house elves should be free and get paid for their work, why/why not?
